I want to thanks all authors for their hard work in studies composing.

As a practical player, I mostly value bright endgame ideas over technical computer lines.
Some studies were too complicate for human brains, but anyway you will get fun replaying
them on the board.

Studies #678 ( Krug) and #682 ( Pasman ) ended by well known positions "Rook vs 3
pawns" from Averbakh's "Rook endings" work. Also, I hope that interesting finding by Rusz
(study 2020/11-1) will be included in the next edition of Averbakh's Manual). I didn't
award some studies which looks like slightly changed combinations from practical games.
