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I accepted Evzen Pavlovsky's invitation to judge the Reti MT with pleasure. I am a great fan of Reti
and have composed more than 20 'Reti Manoeuvre' studies. The more so, that the organizers
promised to pay the judge. At first I was going to decline the payment. But then I changed my mind.
Could it become a beginning when judges would be paid? In chess composition, judges, normally,
don’t get paid. We are simply colleagues with no monetary interests.
